TAUX D'ABANDON

Attrition rates were calculated as follows:
1) All students enrolled during the 2009/10 academic year and who had definitely dropped out by

September 2010 are included, irrespective of reason for drop-out.
2) Students who were on leaves of absence during the 2009/10 academic year and who were expected to return to

medical studies during the 2009/10 academic year are included if they did not enrol in 2009/10 and the Faculty
of Medicine confirmed that they would not be returning at a later date. Students whose leaves of absence were
extended, for whatever reason, are not counted as drop-outs.

3) Students who were expected to graduate in 2010 and who were later reported on the "List of Graduating
Students, 201 a" as drop-outs are included in these counts.

Notes explicatives concernant les tableaux 27 a31

During 1983/84, the Office of Research and Information Services of AFMC carried out a retrospective survey
of the number of MDs awarded by Canadian universities since 1940. Each university was surveyed
individually. The retrospective survey was conducted both to check on the accuracy of the data available at
AFMC and to extend the series backwards in time. No reliable information was available on the number of
MDs earned by women earlier than 1955 and the retrospective survey provided an opportunity to include
information on the number of MDs earned by women each year since 1940. For seven of Canada's seventeen
faculties of medicine this historic series covers the entire period of their operation as MD awarding institu­
tions. This corrected series, which has been as carefully checked as possible given the passage of time,
replaces data on this topic published prior to the 1984 edition of CMES.

With very few exceptions, changes made to the data published earlier have been minor.

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NOTES TO TABLES 41 TO 60
Notes explicatives concernant les tableaux 41 a60

1) Sources of data
For data prior to the 1989/90 year, the source was an annual AFMC questionnaire sent to faculties of
medicine. The survey date was the first of January each year. Starting with the 1989/90 contract
year, the data come from the Canadian Post-M.D. Education Registry (CAPER). The survey date for
CAPER is November 1 in each year. TIle change of the survey date does not have a significant effect
on the data series as the vast majority of trainees hold one year posts, running from July to the
following June.

2) All data in these tables are as reported to CAPER by the seventeen faculties of medicine of Canada.
The data are carefully scrutinized and referred back to the faculty of medicine for clarification when
problem situations appear to exist.

3) All data reported in these tables, unless otherwise indicated, refer to the number of trainees
occupying posts on 1 Novenlber 2010. Comparative data for previous years are also included (for
earlier data, please contact the Office of Research, AFMC). It is important to bear in mind that these
data refer to incumbents of training positions, i.e. trainees, and not to positions. If some positions for
which funds are available were unfilled, they are not reported in the data. All these trainees were
under the supervision of one of the sixteen medical schools in Canada.

4) In 1988/89, the province of Quebec changed the conditions that must be met in order to qualify for
licensure and th-ere are now only two paths to licensure. In order to qualify, an individual must be
certified either in family medicine or in a specialty. This altered the types of post-MD year 1
positions offered in faculties of medicine in the province of Quebec. By 1993 the other provinces also
moved towards a minimum of two years of post-MD training prior to licensure. It is very important to
understand this change as it accounts for most of the rather substantial shifts in training patterns.

5) Conventions as to how residents are ranked have varied from one faculty of medicine to another. In
the past an R-1 is not necessarily an individual in the first year of a training program. In these tables,
all trainees who are in their first year of post-MD training are classified as "Post-MD year 1"; other
trainees who in earlier years were not in their first year of training but were ranked for payment
purposes at the R-1 level were classified as "R-1 not PGY1". Since the phasing out of the rotating
internship, this particular classification problem of post-MD trainees by rank has been resolved.

6) Beginning with the 1994/95 data, there are very few trainees in general medicine. Pre-licensure
internships no longer exist in Canada as most licensing authorities have moved to a two year pre­
licensure training requirement. Only in exceptional cases will trainees proceed to licensure other than
through family medicine or specialty training.

7) Beginning with the 1995/96 data, cardio-thoracic surgery was phased out of the Royal College of
Physicians and Surgeons of Canada certification program. It will eventually be replaced with cardiac
surgery and thoracic surgery, which are now considered specialties rather than sub-specialties.

Memorial University of Nfld: Faculty working in a position that is tenured, tenure track or contractual working full-time hours.

Dalhousie University: Full-time faculty are all those faculty members with a full-time equivalent between 0.5 and 1.0.

Universite Laval: Faculty receiving a salary from the university budget. Clinical professors are classified as "part-time".
Unpaid adjunct-professors and clinical associates are classified as "volunteer".

Universite de Sherbrooke: Full-time faculty devote 100% of their time to engage in ~eaching, research and clinical responsibili­
ties.

Universite de Montreal: A faculty member is considered full-time if 75°k of his/her time is allocated to instruction, research,
administration or any scholarship of professional activity related to medical education.

McGill University: All 'full-time PhD staff and all geographic full-time (university) and (hospital) appointees.

University of Ottawa: Regular Faculty Member: A member of the academic staff, holding a regular appointment, who is in
the bargaining unit as prescribed by the Association of Professors of the University of Ottawa
Collective Agreement (APUO). Geographic Full-time (GFT) Faculty Member: A clinical faculty member
with an MD degree who holds a full-time appointment in the faculty under a tripartite agreement; a
GFT mayor may not receive a university salary and is subject to ceiling arrangements or is a member
of a practice plan and for part of the Hospital Alternate Funding Plan (AFP).

Queen's University: Those holding GFT, Special or Tenure-Track/Tenured appointments who are in receipt of a regular
income through the university irrespective of source; including those holding joint university/hospital
appointments whose incomes may be paid through institutions other than Queen's University.

University of Toronto: Full-time faculty include all tenured/tenure stream appointed faculty, non-tenured appointed faculty
and appointed lecturers/senior lecturers, all of whom are on salary at the university. It also includes
clinical (MD) faculty who engage in academic work for at least 800/0 of their professional working time.

McMaster University: Full-time faculty are those faculty who hold full-time appointments, regardless of the source of
'financial support.

Univ. of Western Ontario: Faculty with clinical appointments are generally located in a teaching hospital, family medical centre
or other teaching unit, may be remunerated for academic contributions through a department or
program merit-based reward system and is required to participate in a departmental practice plan;
faculty with basic science appointments hold a limited term, probationary, tenured, externally funded
or visiting (with remuneration) appointment. There is an additional appointment category for faculty
members who hold an academic appointment at UWO (with no remuneration) but whose primary
employer is one of UWO's affiliated institutes.

Northern Ont. School of Med.: NOSM has 3 divisions - Clinical, Medical and Human Sciences. It has only part-time faculty in the
Division of Clinical Sciences. Faculty members in the other divisions are considered 'full-time if they
have no appointments at other institutions and if at least 500/0 of their salary is paid by NOSM.

University of Manitoba: An academic staff member with the rank of Professor, Associate Professor, Assistant Professor or
Lecturer who is appointed for an academic year with a normal work load (Le. 1.0 FTE or 40 hours
per week) and whose assigned duties include a combination of 1) research and scholarly activities,
2) teaching and 3) service and administration.

University of Saskatchewan: University employees appointed to a full-time position (ranging from .5 to 1.0 FTE) in a department
of the college who are assigned teaching, research and service responsibilities for which they are
paid, from one or more sources, via the university payroll.

University of Alberta: Board/AAS: UA Agreement (Faculty), Clause 1.03 "staff" and "staff member" refer to all those persons
who have been appointed to full-time teaching and research positions on the academic staff of the
University of Alberta in which the appointee has, or may be granted, a continuing appointment. (GFC
31 May 1982).

University of Calgary: Full-time faculty members are appointed as 'full-time regular members of the university's acadernic
staff and receive a rank salary in accordance with the academic salary scales of the university.

University of British Columbia: Full-time refers to all faculty members appointed by the Board of Governors of UBC on a full-time
basis as instructor, senior instructor, lecturer, assistant professor, associate professor, professor or
equivalent position.
