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A PROPOS DE ’AFMC

Fondée en 1943, I'Association des facultés de médecine du Canada (AFMC) représente les 18 facultés de
médecine canadiennes et agit comme porte-parole de la médecine universitaire au pays. Nos facultés
membres produisent plus de 2 800 diplédmés en médecine par année, comptent plus de 11 800 étudiants
en médecine en formation pré doctorale et forment plus de 17 500 résidents. Elles emploient prés de

71 000 professeurs a temps plein et a temps partiel et entreprennent chaque année pour plus de 3,5
milliards de dollars d’activités de recherche sur le plan biomédical et en matiere de soins de santé.

L'AFMC a travaillé en collaboration avec les facultés de médecine du Canada pour produire cet ouvrage
et a fait tout son possible pour s'assurer de |'exactitude des renseignements présentés. Toutefois, ces
renseignements sont fournis sans aucune garantie quant a leur exactitude. Consultez toujours le site
Web de la faculté de médecine concernée pour obtenir les renseignements les plus récents et les plus
officiels.

INTRODUCTION

Le présent document comporte des renseignements sur les conditions d’admission couvrant plusieurs
années universitaires. Lorsqu’on compare des données d’'une année a I'autre, on doit comprendre qu’il
existe une certaine variabilité annuelle relative au contexte qui peut influer sur les données. Une telle
variabilité contextuelle peut par exemple toucher le nombre de places disponibles, les conditions
d’admission et les politiques de sélection pour certaines des facultés de médecine.

Toutes les données statistiques proviennent d’un sondage annuel réalisé par I’AFMC. Les données
propres a chaque faculté sont fournies par chacune des facultés de médecine en avril 2025 et sont par
conséquent fournies sous réserve de changement. Les éléments tels que les frais de scolarité et le
nombre de places sont généralement approuvés par un organe directeur des universités d'accueil au
cours de I'été. Il est peu probable, mais possible, qu'une faculté modifie les exigences en matiere
d'examen en ce qui a trait aux candidatures.

Les répercussions de la COVID-19 se font encore sentir au sein du milieu médical universitaire. Les
facultés offrent davantage d'options virtuelles pour les entrevues, les visites de campus, les séances de
sensibilisation et les événements communautaires. Elles adaptent sans relache leurs processus de
candidature et d'admission pour répondre aux exigences des protocoles régionaux en matiére de COVID.

Intégration de la nouvelle faculté de médecine :

Ecole de médecine de I'Université métropolitaine de Toronto va officiallement racueillir sa premiére
cohorte d'étudiants MD en septembre 2025. Tant que les taux d'admission ne sont pas' encore
disponibles, on va inclure tous les renseignements des conditions d'admission dans la prochaine
publication des Conditions d'Admission (pour I'entrée en 2027). En attendant, s'il-vous-plait se réferer
au site web de TMU pour les mises-a-jour sur ses conditions d'admission :

Renseignements généraux

Au Canada, 18 facultés de médecine offrent des programmes d’études menant a I'obtention du dipléme
de M.D., le premier diplome professionnel en médecine. Elles sont ici énumérées en fonction de leur
situation géographique, d’est en ouest. Il n’existe aucun ordre de classement.

Les gouvernements provinciaux déterminent le nombre de places disponibles en fonction des ressources
éducatives et financiéres et des exigences futures du Canada en matiére de ressources humaines en
santé. Comme les universités relévent de la juridiction provinciale, la majorité des places dans une
faculté de médecine sont attribuées a des résidents permanents de la province dans laquelle est située
I"'université.

Un candidat doit choisir la faculté de médecine dans laquelle il souhaite poser sa candidature. De toute
évidence, I'emplacement géographique d’une faculté de médecine revét une importance critique pour
un candidat potentiel. Les chances d’étre admis peuvent étre considérablement plus grandes pour les
candidats qui sont préts a s’installer la ou ils sont acceptés. Ceux qui présentent une demande dans une
seule faculté de médecine n’ont qu’une faible chance d’'étre acceptés. Toute augmentation du nombre
de demandes aura pour effet d’augmenter les chances de se voir offrir une place dans une faculté de
médecine.

La concurrence pour joindre les rangs d’une faculté de médecine est vive. Les candidats doivent donc
veiller a satisfaire pleinement aux exigences de chaque faculté de médecine dans laquelle ils posent leur
candidature. Pour autant que toutes les conditions préalables de I'établissement d’enseignement aient
été comblées, le type de diplome d’études pré médicales de premier cycle et I’établissement fréquenté
par le candidat ne devraient en aucun cas décourager une personne de présenter une demande
d’admission. Outre le fait de s’assurer qu’ils répondent a toutes les exigences universitaires préalables,
les étudiants doivent veiller a respecter toutes les dates limites. En général, il n’est pas possible de
postuler apres la date limite.

Les candidats désireux de maximiser leurs chances d’étre admis dans une faculté de médecine
canadienne doivent tenir compte des aspects suivants :

= Comme le lieu de résidence est examiné dans les admissions, ne manquez pas de présenter une
demande dans la ou les facultés de votre province.

=  Sivous résidez dans une province qui compte plus d’une faculté de médecine (au Québec, en
Ontario ou en Alberta), essayez de poser votre candidature dans plus d’une faculté de médecine
dans la province. Souvenez-vous que certaines facultés de médecine peuvent se permettre
d’attribuer plus de places que d’autres

Certains candidats ont des idées arrétées au sujet d’une faculté de médecine en particulier et ne
soumettent qu’une seule demande. Dans une situation de vive concurrence, la détermination dont fait
preuve un candidat pour joindre les rangs d’une faculté de médecine en particulier pourrait amener ce
dernier a abandonner totalement I'idée d’étudier la médecine.

Les étapes générales du processus d’admission (résumées dans le tableau ci-aprés) sont les suivantes :

La premieére étape consiste a répondre aux criteres d’admission particuliers définis a la faculté dans
laquelle on fait une demande. Si la demande est acceptée, le candidat passe a la deuxieme étape.

En régle générale, les critéres d’admission des facultés de médecine canadiennes se divisent en quatre
grandes catégories :

=  Critéres d’admissibilité : La plupart des provinces exigent au moins deux années d’éducation



postsecondaire, alors que les résidents du Québec qui font une demande dans une faculté de
médecine dans cette province doivent avoir terminé leur formation collégiale (CEGEP). La
plupart des facultés exigent aussi des candidats qu’ils suivent certains cours de sciences de base
avant d’entreprendre leur programme pour se préparer a I'étude de la médecine. Puisque ces
préalables varient d’une faculté a I'autre, veuillez consulter la section de chaque école dans ce
guide pour obtenir tous les détails.

= Performance académique : Les facultés de médecine regardent attentivement les performances
académiques lorsqu’elles évaluent les candidats qu’elles pourraient admettre dans leur
programme. Les comités de sélection regardent la moyenne pondérée cumulative (MPC) pour
déterminer si les candidats ont les bonnes habitudes d’étude et la capacité intellectuelle pour
faire des études en médecine. Certains utilisent aussi les résultats a I'examen d’admission
MCAT® (Medical College Admission Test). Veuillez consulter la section de chaque école dans ce
guide pour obtenir tous les détails.

= Notice ou court texte autobiographique : Les candidats ont la possibilité de se démarquer des
autres en fournissant au comité de sélection une notice ou un court texte autobiographique qui
dépeint leur personnalité et leurs accomplissements. Elle devrait présenter des éléments
comme les emplois rémunérés et bénévoles, la recherche, les cours supplémentaires, les
passetemps, les sports, les prix, les bourses et autres formes de reconnaissance.

= Lettres de recommandation : La plupart des facultés de médecine canadiennes exigent une
lettre de recommandation, qui peut provenir des personnes comme des gens du milieu, des
membres de la faculté ou d’anciens employeurs. Ces lettres donnent au comité de sélection un
point de vue supplémentaire sur le type d’étudiant en médecine que le candidat pourrait
devenir.

A la deuxiéme étape, le candidat doit passer une entrevue. Il y a quelques modéles d’entrevue dans les
facultés de médecine canadiennes : I'entrevue devant un comité, les mini entrevues multiples (MEM),
CASPer — Test d’évaluation des compétences transversales, ainsi que le TAAMUS (Test d’aptitude a
I"apprentissage de la médecine a I’'Université de Sherbrooke).

L’entrevue devant un comité est un format traditionnel selon lequel le candidat est interviewé devant
un comité de personnes, généralement constitué d’'un mélange de membres du milieu, de représentants
de la faculté, d’étudiants en médecine et de médecins actifs. En général, il y a trois ou quatre
évaluateurs présents.

Pour plus de détails sur les formats MMI et CASPer, reportez-vous a leurs sections respectives dans ce
guide.

Seulement I'Université de Sherbrooke peut exiger un test de sélection supplémentaire appelé TAAMUS
(Test d’aptitude a I'apprentissage de la médecine a I'Université de Sherbrooke) si le candidat est
membre des Forces canadiennes ou un résidant du Québec, des Provinces de I’Atlantique ou de I'Ouest
canadien.

Si, au terme de I'entrevue, la faculté décide que le candidat a les capacités académiques et non
académiques pour faire carriére en médecine, elle passe a la troisieme étape.

La troisieme étape est celle ou la faculté envoie au candidat une offre d’admission a son programme
d’études médicales de premier cycle.

Examen d’admission en médecine (MCAT®)

Le MCAT est un examen normalisé automatisé qui s’adresse aux éventuels étudiants en médecine aux
Etats-Unis, en Australie et au Canada. Il est congu pour évaluer les capacités relatives a la résolution de
probléemes, a la pensée critique et aux connaissances des concepts et principes afférents aux sciences
naturelles, comportementales et sociales préalables a I'étude de la médecine. L'examen n’est pas requis
par toutes les facultés de médecine et la mesure dans laquelle les résultats obtenus sont utilisés dans les
décisions d’admission varie d’une faculté de médecine a I'autre. Veuillez consulter la section de la
faculté de médecine voulue.

! Les dates de candidature d’OMSAS indiquées dans ce guide sont fondées sur le calendrier de I'année précédente,
car les dates mises a jour pour I'admission de 2026 ne sont pas encore disponibles. OMSAS met généralement a
jour son site Web avec les dates du nouveau cycle de candidature en juillet.

La plus récente version du MCAT est entrée en vigueur en avril 2015. L’'examen a été mis a jour pour
refléter les changements survenus sur les plans de la médecine et des sciences et pour tester les
candidats non seulement sur leurs connaissances, mais sur la maniére dont ils les utilisent. Veuillez
consulter le site Web Prepare for the MCAT Exam (en anglais seulement) pour de plus amples détails.

Le MCAT se compose de quatre sections :
= Fondements biologiques et biochimiques des systemes vivants
= Fondements chimiques et physiques des systemes biologiques
= Fondements psychologiques, sociaux et biologiques du comportement
= Analyse critique et capacités de raisonnement

Chacune des quatre sections de I'examen donnera lieu a une note sur une échelle graduée allant d’un
minimum de 118 a un maximum de 132, la valeur médiane étant de 125. Ces quatre résultats obtenus
au nouvel examen MCAT seront combinés pour créer une note globale allant de 472 a 528, la valeur
médiane étant de 500. Les comités d’admission des facultés de médecine se servent de ce résultat afin
d’évaluer le volet MCAT du processus d’admission.

Il y a des centres d’examen MCAT sur les campus et hors campus, établis d’'un océan a I'autre, au Canada
et aux Etats-Unis. Pour obtenir la liste des centres actuels au Canada et aux Etats-Unis, International
MICAT Testing Calendar (en anglais seulement). De plus, il existe de nombreux centres d’examen
internationaux MCAT. Le calendrier des examens peut varier en fonction de la situation géographique
du centre. La durée globale du nouvel examen MCAT est d’environ sept heures. Les frais d’inscription au
MCAT s’élévent 3 345 $ US s'ils sont réglés au moins trois semaines avant I'examen.

Les mini-entrevues multiples (MEM)

Dans le contexte des mini-entrevues multiples (MEM), on évalue la capacité d'un candidat a interagir
avec ses patients et ses collegues. Les MEM sont congues pour mesurer les compétences en
communication, en particulier les compétences verbales et non verbales, qui ne peuvent pas étre
mesurées au moyen d'examens écrits normalisés ou en examinant les relevés de notes de cours. Les
MEM se composent généralement de 6 a 10 entrevues tres courtes, chacune portant sur un scénario
précis. Les MEM sont devenues la méthode d'entrevue la plus courante dans les facultés de médecine
du monde entier. Chaque faculté de médecine propose une variation l[égérement différente du format
des MEM.

Historique

Depuis sa création officielle a I’Ecole de médecine Michael G. DeGroote de I’Université McMaster en



2004, le concept des MEM s'est ensuite répandu comme examen d'admission dans les facultés de
médecine et dans d'autres disciplines de I’art de guérir. En 2008, les MEM servaient d’examen
d'admission pour la majorité des facultés de médecine au Canada, en Australie, en Israél et au Brunei.

Procédures entourant les MEM

Stations d'entrevue — le ou les domaines évalués a n'importe quelle station — sont variables et refletent
normalement les objectifs de I'établissement choisi. Des exemples de domaines incluent les

« compétences non techniques » — éthique, professionnalisme, relations interpersonnelles, capacité de
gérer, de communiquer, de collaborer et d'accomplir une tache. La production d'une station de MEM
demande énormément de temps et d'efforts. Elle comporte diverses composantes, notamment la
question de base, les questions d'approfondissement de l'intervieweur et une feuille de notation.

Circuit(s) des stations : Pour réduire les colts des MEM, le temps passé dans chaque « station »
d'entrevue est limité a huit minutes ou moins et les stations sont menées simultanément dans un
circuit. Le nombre de stations varie de 8 a 10.

Intervieweurs : |l y a habituellement un intervieweur par station d'entrevue. Dans une MEM typique,
chaque intervieweur reste affecté a la méme station d’entrevue pendant toute la durée de I'exercice
alors que les candidats passent d'une station d’entrevue a l'autre. L'intervieweur note donc chaque
candidat en fonction du méme scénario d'entrevue tout au long du test.

Candidats : Chaque candidat effectue une rotation dans le circuit des entrevues. Par exemple, s’il on
prévoit 8 minutes pour chaque station d'entrevue et qu'il y a 9 stations, il faudra 72 minutes aux 9
candidats évalués sur ce circuit pour compléter les MEM. Chacun des candidats commence a une station
d'entrevue différente, en passant a la station suivante a la sonnerie d'une cloche.

Comme les questions et les objectifs de I'évaluation des MEM varient d'une faculté a l'autre, consultez
les liens du site de cette faculté pour obtenir de plus amples renseignements sur le processus entourant
les MEM. Certaines facultés affichent des exemples de questions pour vous pratiquer.

CASPer — Test d’évaluation des compétences transversales

CASPer est un examen assisté par ordinateur pour I’échantillonnage des caractéristiques personnelles. Il
s’agit d’'un examen de jugement situationnel (EJS) en ligne d’une durée de 90 minutes congu pour
évaluer les caractéristiques professionnelles et personnelles clés des étudiants et des diplomés
compétents. CASPer fournit aux comités d'admission et de sélection une mesure fiable de
caractéristiques comme le professionnalisme, I'éthique, la communication et I'empathie. Il s'agit d'une
composante du processus de demande utilisé par certaines facultés de médecine pour évaluer vos
caractéristiques personnelles et professionnelles.

Chaque faculté incorpore CASPer de différentes facons pour guider son processus d'admission. La
plupart des programmes utilisent CASPer en méme temps que d'autres mesures comme la moyenne
pondérée cumulative et les notes au MCAT comme outil de présélection pour décider qui inviter au
processus d'entrevue. Certains programmes utilisent CASPer dans une approche davantage fondée sur
I'impression, afin de faciliter la prise de décisions sur les candidats qui sont sur les candidats qui sont en
attente de savoir s'ils sont admis au programme. Certains programmes mettent en ceuvre une note de
passage prudente pour présélectionner les candidats, tandis que d'autres programmes examinent de
plus pres les candidats qui ont des notes exceptionnellement élevées. Par exemple, la faculté de
médecine de I'Université Dalhousie (en anglais seulement) ne prendra en considération que les

I'entrevue.

Procédure entourant 'examen CASPer

CASPer est proposé en ligne. Afin que vous puissiez passer I'examen dans des conditions optimales, vous
aurez besoin d'un ordinateur doté d’un navigateur Chrome a jour (recommandé), d’'une connexion avec
un acceés Internet a haut débit, d’'une sortie audio (enceintes ou écouteurs) et d’'une webcam

The 328 positions are allocated to four campuses: 208 at the Vancouver Fraser Medical Program; 40 at the
Island Medical Program (in Victoria); 40 at the Northern Medical Program (in Prince George); 40 at the Southern
Medical Program (in Kelowna). All positions are filled based on the same selection criteria; however, a rural and
remote suitability assessment is also used to consider and assign students to the Northern Medical Program, up
to 14 seats at the Southern Medical Program, up to 4 seats at the Island Medical Program, and up to 4 seats at
the Vancouver Fraser Medical Program in the Fraser Medical Cohort. Canadian citizens/permanent
residents/persons with Canadian refugee status may apply.

The UBC MD Undergraduate Program (MDUP) is committed to being an accessible and inclusive program, and
students with disabilities are welcomed, supported, and provided equitable opportunity to successfully
complete the program requirements, including the provision of accommodations.

- A letter outlining the rationale for requesting special consideration
