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A PROPOS DE L’AFMC

Fondée en 1943, I'Association des facultés de médecine du Canada (AFMC) représente les 19 facultés de
médecine du Canada et est la voix de la médecine universitaire au Canada. Nos facultés membres
diplémant plus de 2 923 titulaires d’un M.D. par année. Elles enseignent a plus de 12 300 étudiants en
médecine de premier cycle et forment pres de 18 400 stagiaires de troisieme cycle. Elles emploient
également pres de 73 000 membres du corps professoral a temps plein et a temps partiel. Enfin, elles
meénent chaque année des recherches biomédicales et en matiere de soins de santé pour un montant de
plus de 3,7 milliards de dollars.

L'AFMC a collaboré avec les facultés de médecine de tout le Canada pour produire cet ouvrage et a tout
mis en ceuvre pour s'assurer de I'exactitude des informations présentées.

INTRODUCTION

Toutes les données statistiques proviennent d’un sondage annuel mené par I'AFMC. Les informations
relatives sont fournies par chaque faculté de médecine en février 2026 et sont donc susceptibles de
changer. Les éléments tels que les frais de scolarité et le nombre de places sont généralement
approuvés par I'organe directeur de I'université au cours de I'été. Il est peu probable, mais possible,
gu'une faculté modifie les conditions d'admission pour les candidatures.

Renseighements généraux

Il existe au Canada 19 facultés de médecine qui offrent des programmes d'études menant a I'obtention
du diplome de médecine, qui est le premier diplome professionnel en médecine. Les facultés de
médecine sont classées par ordre géographique, d'est a ouest, sans aucun classement hiérarchique.

Le nombre de places disponibles est déterminé par les gouvernements provinciaux en fonction des
ressources éducatives et financiéres, ainsi que des besoins futurs du Canada en matiere de main-
d'ceuvre médicale. Les universités relevant de la compétence des provinces, la majorité des places dans
une faculté de médecine sont attribuées aux résidents permanents de la province ou se trouve
I'université.

Le candidat(e) doit décider a quelle(s) faculté(s) de médecine il/elle souhaite présenter une demande.
II/Elle va sans dire que la situation géographique d'une faculté de médecine revét une importance
cruciale pour un candidat(e) potentiel. Pour les candidats qui sont libres de déménager dans n'importe
qguel endroit ol une place peut leur étre offerte, les chances d'étre admis peuvent étre
considérablement accrues. Ceux qui ne postulent qu'a une seule faculté de médecine ont le moins de
chances d'étre admis. Plus le nombre de demandes d’admission augmente, plus les chances d'obtenir
une place dans une faculté de médecine sont élevées.

La concurrence pour entrer dans une faculté de médecine est trés vive, il est donc important que les
candidats s'assurent qu'ils remplissent toutes les conditions d'admission de chaque faculté de médecine
a laquelle ils postulent. Le type de diplome de premier cycle pré-médical et I'établissement d'études du
candidat(e) ne doivent pas les dissuader de déposer leur candidature, a condition que toutes les



conditions académiques préalables soient remplies. Les candidats doivent non seulement prévoir de
remplir toutes les conditions académiques préalables, mais ils doivent également respecter toutes les
dates limites. En général, il n'est pas possible de postuler aprés les dates limites.

Ceux qui souhaitent maximiser leurs chances d'étre admis dans une faculté de médecine canadienne
devraient tenir compte des éléments suivants :

* Etant donné que le lieu de résidence est pris en compte dans les admissions, incluez la faculté
de médecine située dans votre province d'origine parmi celles auxquelles vous postulez.

=  Sivous résidez dans une province qui compte plusieurs facultés de médecine (Québec, Ontario
ou Alberta), essayez de postuler a plusieurs facultés de médecine de la province. N'oubliez pas
gue certaines facultés de médecine ont plus de places a attribuer que d'autres.

Certains candidats sont déterminés a fréquenter une faculté de médecine en particulier et ne font
gu'une seule demande. Dans un contexte de forte concurrence, la détermination a entrer dans une
faculté de médecine particuliére peut équivaloir a s'exclure completement des études de médecine.

Les étapes générales du processus de candidature (résumées dans le tableau ci-dessous) sont les
suivantes :

La premiére étape consiste a satisfaire aux critéres d'admission spécifiques définis par les écoles
auxquelles la candidature est adressée. Si la candidature est acceptée, le candidat(e) passe a la
deuxieme étape.

De maniere générale, les critéres d'admission des facultés de médecine canadiennes se répartissent en
quatre grandes catégories :

=  Conditions d'admissibilité : La plupart des provinces exigent au moins deux ans d'études
postsecondaires, tandis que les résidents du Québec qui postulent a une faculté de médecine
dans cette province doivent avoir terminé leur formation au CEGEP. La plupart des facultés
exigent également que les candidats suivent des cours spécifiques en sciences fondamentales
avant d'entrer dans leur programme afin de les préparer a I'étude de la médecine. Etant donné
gue ces conditions préalables varient d'une faculté a I'autre, veuillez consulter la section
consacrée a chaque faculté dans ce guide pour plus de détails.

= Résultats scolaires : Les facultés de médecine examinent attentivement les résultats scolaires
lorsqu'elles évaluent les candidats a I'admission dans leurs programmes. Les comités de
sélection tiennent compte de la moyenne pondérée cumulative (MPC) pour déterminer si les
candidats ont les bonnes habitudes d'étude et les capacités intellectuelles nécessaires pour
poursuivre des études de médecine. Certains utilisent également les résultats du test
d'admission a la faculté de médecine (MCAT). Encore une fois, veuillez consulter la section
consacrée a chaque faculté dans ce guide pour plus de détails.

= Esquisse autobiographique/essai : Les candidats ont la possibilité de se démarquer des autres
candidats en fournissant au comité de sélection une esquisse autobiographique/un essai qui
reflete leur personnalité et leurs réalisations. Celui-ci doit inclure une liste d'éléments tels que le
bénévolat et les emplois rémunérés, la recherche, les cours supplémentaires, les loisirs, les
sports, les récompenses, les bourses et autres formes de reconnaissance.

= Lettres de recommandation : La plupart des facultés de médecine canadiennes demandent des
lettres de recommandation, qui peuvent provenir de membres de la communauté, de
professeurs ou d'anciens employeurs. Ces lettres donnent aux comités de sélection une
perspective supplémentaire sur le type d'étudiant en médecine que pourrait devenir un
candidat(e).



La deuxiéme étape consiste pour le candidat(e) a passer un ou plusieurs entretiens. |l existe plusieurs
types d'entretiens dans les facultés de médecine canadiennes : I'entrevue devant un comité, les mini-
entrevues multiples (MEM) et le test CASPer.

L'entretien avec un jury est un format traditionnel dans lequel le candidat(e) est interrogé devant un
jury composé généralement de membres de la communauté, de représentants du corps enseignant,
d'étudiants en médecine et de médecins en exercice. Il y a généralement trois ou quatre évaluateurs
présents.

Si I'école décide que le candidat(e) posséde les capacités scolaires et non scolaires nécessaires pour
poursuivre une carriére en médecine, il/elle passe a I'étape 3.

La troisieme étape consiste pour I'école a envoyer au candidat(e) une offre d'admission a son
programme de formation médicale de premier cycle.

Le MCAT est un examen normalisé informatisé qui s’adresse aux éventuels étudiants en médecine aux
Etats-Unis, en Australie et au Canada. Il est congu pour évaluer les capacités relatives a la résolution de
problémes, a la pensée critique et aux connaissances des concepts et principes afférents aux sciences
naturelles, comportementales et sociales préalables a I'étude de la médecine. L’'examen n’est pas requis
par toutes les facultés de médecine et la mesure dans laquelle les résultats obtenus sont utilisés dans les
décisions d’admission varie d’'une faculté de médecine a I'autre. Veuillez consulter la section de chaque
faculté de médecine pour plus de détails.

Le MCAT se compose de quatre sections :
= Fondements biologiques et biochimiques des systemes vivants
= Fondements chimiques et physiques des systemes biologiques
= Fondements psychologiques, sociaux et biologiques du comportement
= Analyse critique et capacités de raisonnement

Chacune des quatre sections de I'examen donnera lieu a une note sur une échelle graduée allant d’un
minimum de 118 a un maximum de 132, la valeur médiane étant de 125. Ces quatre résultats obtenus
au nouvel examen MCAT seront combinés pour créer une note globale allant de 472 a 528, la valeur
médiane étant de 500. Les comités d’admission des facultés de médecine se servent de ce résultat afin
d’évaluer le volet MCAT du processus d’admission.

La durée totale de I'examen MCAT est d'environ sept heures.

Il existe des centres d’examen du MCAT, tant sur les campus qu’a I'extérieur, d’'un océan a I'autre aux
Etats-Unis et au Canada.

Les mini-entrevues multiples (MEM)

Dans le contexte des mini-entrevues multiples (MEM), on évalue le potentiel d’un candidat a interagir
efficacement avec ses patients et ses collégues. Les MEM sont congues pour mesurer les compétences
en communication, en particulier les compétences verbales et non verbales, qui ne peuvent pas étre
évaluées au moyen d’examens écrits normalisés ou par I'examen des relevés de notes. Les MEM se
composent généralement de 6 a 10 courtes entrevues chronométrées, chacune portant sur un scénario

précis. Les MEM sont devenues I'un des formats d’entrevue les plus utilisés dans les admissions aux
facultés de médecine a I'échelle mondiale. Chaque faculté de médecine propose une variation
légerement différente du format des MEM.

Historique

Depuis sa mise en ceuvre initiale a I'Ecole de médecine Michael G. DeGroote de I'Université McMaster
en 2002, les MEM ont été largement adoptées comme outil d’admission dans les études médicales et
d’autres professions de la santé. En 2008, des facultés de médecine au Canada, au Royaume-Uni, en
Australie, en Nouvelle-Zélande et aux Etats-Unis utilisaient les MEM dans le cadre de leurs processus de
sélection.

Procédures entourant les MEM

Les stations d’entrevue varient en contenu et sont congues pour refléter les objectifs de I'établissement
responsable de la sélection. Des exemples de domaines évalués comprennent I'éthique, le
professionnalisme, les relations interpersonnelles ainsi que la capacité de gérer, de communiquer, de
collaborer et d’accomplir des taches. La conception d’une station de MEM exige un investissement
considérable en temps et en efforts. Elle comprend généralement plusieurs composantes, notamment
un scénario, des questions comportementales ou portant sur le processus de réflexion du candidat, ainsi
gu’une grille d’évaluation.

Circuit des stations : Les stations des MEM sont de courte durée (généralement de 5 a 10 minutes) et se
déroulent simultanément selon un circuit. Le nombre de stations varie généralement de 6 a 10, bien que
le format puisse varier selon I'établissement.

Intervieweurs : |l y a habituellement un intervieweur par station. Dans une MEM typique, chaque
intervieweur demeure a la méme station pendant que les candidats effectuent leur rotation.
L'intervieweur évalue ainsi chaque candidat en fonction du méme scénario tout au long du processus.

Candidats : Chaque candidat effectue une rotation dans le circuit des entrevues. Par exemple, si chaque
station dure 8 minutes et qu’il y a 9 stations, les 9 candidats évalués sur ce circuit mettront 72 minutes a
compléter les MEM. Chaque candidat commence a une station différente et passe a la station suivante
lorsque cela lui est indiqué.

Comme les questions et les objectifs des MEM varient d’une faculté a I'autre, veuillez consulter les liens
du site Web de la faculté concernée pour obtenir de plus amples renseignements sur son processus.

CASPer — Test d’évaluation des compétences transversales

CASPer est un examen de jugement situationnel (EJS) en ligne administré par Acuity Insights, concu pour
évaluer les caractéristiques personnelles et professionnelles clés qui contribuent a la réussite des
étudiants et des diplomés. CASPer fournit aux comités d’admission et de sélection une mesure fiable de
qualités telles que le professionnalisme, I'éthique, la communication et I'empathie. Il constitue une
composante du processus de candidature utilisée par certaines facultés de médecine pour évaluer les
caractéristiques personnelles et professionnelles des candidats.

Chaque faculté integre CASPer de différentes facons pour orienter son processus d’admission. La plupart
des programmes utilisent CASPer en complément d’autres indicateurs, comme la moyenne pondérée



cumulative et les résultats au MCAT, comme outil de présélection pour déterminer quels candidats
seront invités au processus d’entrevue. Certains programmes utilisent CASPer de maniere plus globale
afin d’éclairer les décisions concernant les candidats qui se situent a la limite de I'admission. D’autres
appliguent un seuil minimal de résultats pour filtrer les candidats, tandis que certains peuvent accorder
une attention particuliere aux candidats ayant obtenu des résultats particulierement élevés au CASPer.

Procédure entourant 'examen CASPer

L’examen se déroule en ligne a partir d’'un ordinateur personnel disposant d’une connexion Internet
fiable, d’une webcam et d’une capacité audio. L'utilisation d’une tablette n’est généralement pas
recommandée.

CASPer est un examen d’une durée d’environ 65 a 85 minutes composé de deux sections : une section
de réponses vidéo et une section de réponses écrites, pour un total de 11 scénarios. Chaque section
comprend une série de scénarios présentés sous forme de courte vidéo ou d’énoncé écrit, suivis de
questions ouvertes liées au matériel présenté. Les scénarios peuvent présenter des situations
interpersonnelles ou professionnelles, ou demander aux candidats de réfléchir a des expériences
personnelles ou a des perspectives.

Dans la section de réponses vidéo, les candidats enregistrent leurs réponses a I'aide de leur webcam.
Cette section comprend quatre scénarios, chacun comportant deux questions ouvertes. Les candidats
disposent d’une minute pour enregistrer une réponse vidéo a chaque question. Les réponses sont
automatiquement soumises lorsque le temps est écoulé.

Dans la section de réponses écrites, les candidats saisissent leurs réponses au clavier. Cette section
comprend sept scénarios, chacun comportant deux questions ouvertes. Les candidats disposent d’un
total de 3,5 minutes pour saisir leurs réponses aux deux questions avant de passer au scénario suivant.

Une pause optionnelle de 10 minutes est offerte apres la section de réponses vidéo, et une autre pause
optionnelle de 5 minutes est prévue a mi-chemin de la section de réponses écrites.

Candidats réitérants

Un candidat qui ne recoit pas d’offre d’admission doit décider s’il souhaite présenter une nouvelle
demande au cours d’une année subséquente. Les candidats non retenus devraient tenter de faire une

évaluation objective des raisons pour lesquelles ils n’ont pas regu d’offre et déterminer s’il existe des
aspects de leur candidature qu’ils pourraient améliorer. Un refus reflete souvent le niveau élevé de
concurrence pour un nombre limité de places plut6t gu’un manque de capacités ou de qualités
personnelles. Les candidats bien qualifiés devraient envisager de présenter une nouvelle demande
d’admission dans une faculté de médecine. Au cours des derniéres années, les candidats qui ont
présenté une nouvelle demande ont obtenu des résultats relativement favorables.

Poser sa candidature pour étudier la médecine a |'étranger

Si un candidat décide de présenter une demande d’admission dans une faculté de médecine a
I’extérieur du Canada, il doit garder a I'esprit qu’il peut étre difficile de revenir au Canada pour suivre
une formation postdoctorale ou exercer la médecine. Les limites de la reconnaissance des diplomes de
M.D. obtenus a I’étranger s’appliquent aux qualifications acquises a I’étranger, tant par des citoyens du
Canada que par des non-citoyens.
